JOINT ASSIGNED COMMISSIONERS’ RULING 
REGARDING ELECTRONIC FILING OF COMMENTS AND REPLY COMMENTS

A joint assigned commissioners’ ruling issued on June 14, 2001, requested parties’ comments on automatic enrollment of electricity and natural gas customers into the CARE and LIEE programs when they qualify for other low income assistance programs.
