ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING

AND NOTICE OF STATUS CONFERENCES ON

RAPID DEPLOYMENT OF LOW-INCOME ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS

By Decision (D.) 01-05-033, the Commission directed Pacific Gas and Electric Company, San Diego Gas & Electric Company, Southern California Edison Company and Southern California Gas Company (collectively referred to as ”the utilities”) to submit regular status reports on the results of the rapid deployment efforts required by that decision.  Per D.01-05-033, the status reports will include:

1. A description of the leveraging and outreach activities for both the Low Income Energy Efficiency (LIEE) and California Alternate Rates For Energy (CARE) programs, including bulk purchases;

2. The number of CARE enrollments and LIEE measure installations completed to day (by type of measure), as well as the number initiated but not completed (by type of measure);

3. Estimated energy savings, including peak electric load reductions for the LIEE program;

4. Estimated customer bill savings; 

5. Authorized funding versus actual expenditures by budget category, with expenditures on capitation fees tracked as a separate line item;

6. A worksheet showing the percentage of new LIEE funding that is spent on direct purchases and installations of LIEE measures so that compliance with Senate Bill (SB) X1 5 Section 5(h) can be monitored;

7. A worksheet showing the percentage of new LIEE funding that is spent on administrative costs, so that compliance with SBX1 5 Section 5(c)(2) can be monitored; and

8. A description of the outreach provided to California Indian tribes so that compliance with SBX1 5 Section 5(j) can be monitored.

The first status report is due on July 2, 2001, and an update is due in early August.  The Assigned Commissioner and myself wish to have an oral presentation of the results of rapid deployment at status conferences, so that we may direct questions about rapid deployment directly to program administrators and their network of contractors.  Therefore, by this ruling, we direct the utilities to make such a presentation at two status conferences this summer, one in Northern California and one in Southern California.  We encourage participation in the utility presentations of those community organizations and other LIEE/CARE providers working with the utilities on rapid deployment, but do not require their presence.  We also encourage the participation of a representative from the Department of Community Services  and Development (DCSD) in the presentations, so that we may also have DCSD’s perspective on how the leveraging efforts directed by D.01-05-033 are progressing.  

The first status conference will be held at 10:00 a.m. on July 11, 2001 at the Commission’s Courtroom, State Building, 505 Van Ness Avenue, San Francisco, California.  The second will be held at 10:00 a.m. on August 28, 2001 at the Commission’s Courtroom, State Office Building, Suite 500, 320 West 4th Street, Los Angeles, California.  Transcripts for each status conference will be prepared by a court reporter. 

No later than three working days prior to the conferences, the utilities should send me via electronic mail (meg@cpuc.ca.gov) an estimate of presentation time and list of presenters, including LIEE/CARE contractors and DCSD representatives that will be participating in their presentations.  

Interested parties and the public are welcome to attend the status conferences. At the end of the presentation and our questions, attendees will be afforded the opportunity to prepare written questions to be read by me to the presenters, and responded to at the status conference, as time permits.
