SB 324: Introduced by Senator Migden on February 16, 2007   



Existing law requires the PUC to use 10% of the funds for the California Solar Initiative (CSI) for the installation of solar energy systems on low-income residential housing.  SB 324 would amend Section 2852 of the California Public Utilities Code, which currently defines low-income residential housing for the CSI as:

· Residential housing financed with low-income housing tax credits, tax-exempt mortgage revenue bonds, general obligation bonds, and government grants.

· Residential housing in which rents are made affordable to lower-income households.

· Residential complexes in which at least 20% of the units are sold or rented to lower-income occupants.

This bill would expand the definition of  low-income residential housing for the CSI to include residential housing occupied by individuals eligible for the California Alternative Rates for Energy (CARE) and the Low-Income Energy Efficiency (LIEE) programs. This will increase the eligible participants who could receive funding for installing solar energy systems.
