REQUEST OF THE GREENLINING INSTITUTE FOR AWARD OF INTERVENOR COMPENSATION

1. Summary: Greenlining’s Participation Benefited the Commission and Substantially Contributed to D. 05-10-044
Pursuant to Public Utilities Code (PU Code) § 1804(c), the Greenlining Institute (Greenlining) requests an award of compensation in the amount of $44,407.50 for our substantial contribution to Decision 05-10-044.  Specifically, Greenlining’s participation assisted the California Public Utilities Commission (Commission) in protecting low-income ratepayers in the face of project emergency gas rate hikes, in a highly expedited proceeding during which there were enormous demands on Greenlining staff time.
This proceeding instituted a major disruption in Greenlining’s priorities.   In order circumstances, Greenlining would be entitled, according to federal and state law, to a multiple of at least .5.  However, Greenlining is not seeking this multiple in this proceeding.

The Commission benefited from Greenlining’s participation in this proceeding even where the Commission chose not to adopt all of Greenlining’s specific recommendations.  Therefore, full compensation is appropriate.

[It is sufficient that, while some but not all of Greenlining’s recommendations were adopted, Greenlining’s participation itself was helpful to the Commission.   (See D. 04-08-025, awarding Aglet full compensation because the Commission benefited from the intervenor’s participation, even though the Commission did not adopt the intervenor’s position.)]
2. Greenlining Timely Filed This Request for Award of Compensation

This request for intervenor compensation is being filed within 60 days of November 7, 2005– the date the Commission mailed D. 05-10-044 – and is, therefore, timely under PU Code § 1804(c).  Greenlining’s Notice of Intent to Claim Compensation (NOI) – filed October 27, 2005 – was also timely.  See, ALJ Ruling Regarding Several Notices of Intent to Request Compensation (dated December 28, 2005.)
3. Greenlining Holds Customer Status

In the past, the Commission has determined that The Greenlining Institute is a Category 3 customer as defined in PU Code § 1802(b).  See, Joint Commissioners’ Ruling Granting the Greenlining Institute’s Notice of Intent to Claim Compensation (dated April 1, 2004);  ALJ Ruling in A.04-12-014 (dated April 8, 2005.)  The Greenlining Institute is a formally organized group authorized, pursuant to its articles of incorporation or bylaws, to represent the interests of residential customers and small commercial electric customers.  Greenlining’s members and constituents are purchasers of telecommunications and energy services from utilities in California, qualifying us to file as “customers” pursuant to PU Code § 1802(b).  In compliance with D. 98-04-059, Conclusion of Law 5 and Finding of Fact 12, Greenlining estimates that it represents a constituency that is divided 75% and 25% between residential customers and small business customers, respectively.  These percentages represent Greenlining’s best estimates only.

Article II, Section 17 of Greenlining’s by-laws authorizes it to represent the “interests of low income communities, minorities, and residential ratepayers” before regulatory agencies and courts.  Copies of the by-laws of Greenlining are attached to an NOI filed on March 4, 1999 in A. 98-12-005.

  Greenlining and its individual coalition members
 represent the interests of those who have traditionally been marginalized or excluded from the public utility process: minority, low-income, inner city, and other vulnerable and underserved communities.  Furthermore, Greenlining represents customer interests that would otherwise be unrepresented or underrepresented before this Commission.  Greenlining is unique in that we bring to the table the perspectives, experiences, and interests of minority, low-income, inner city, and other vulnerable and underserved communities. 

4. Greenlining Demonstrates Significant Financial Hardship
The ALJ Ruling on December 28, 2005 also found that Greenlining established a showing of financial hardship in its NOI as permitted by PU Code § 1804(a)(2)(B).
5. Greenlining’s Substantial Contributions

Greenlining made a “substantial contribution” to D. 05-10-044 as defined by PU Code § 1802(h).  D. 05-10-044, mailed November 7, 2005, details many components of this contribution.

Greenlining was first alerted to the Commission’s plan to address the projected winter gas rate emergency in mid-September 2005, through a telephone call from former Public Advisor Harriet Burt.  At that time, Greenlining was encouraged to attend a pre-hearing conference in R. 04-01-025, regarding a proposed PG&E emergency hedging plan in light of these projected gas hikes.
In preparation for that PHC, Greenlining submitted a brief with the following recommendations: Rates for the Poor Must Be Frozen; Rates Increases Must Be Amortized Over Several Years; PG&E Executive Compensation Must Be Frozen Until Resolution of Proposed Increases; Poor Consumers Must Be Protected (through Energy Efficiency Programs for the Poor and Increased Enrollment in the CARE Program); Need for Evidentiary and Public Hearings.

Greenlining appeared and presented at the pre-hearing conference; at this conference, ALJ Stephen Weissman encouraged Greenlining instead to participate in the related en banc October 6 hearing in Los Angeles.
Greenlining was then directed that all subsequent activities with respect to the winter gas rates issue, including the October 6 en banc hearing, would be tied to proceeding R 04-01-006, et al.  However, Greenlining began work on this case in mid-September.
Greenlining was a lead participant in the October 6 hearing, traveling to present testimony and submitting a comprehensive report on energy efficiency programs for poor ratepayers.  Greenlining also submitted comments on the utilities’ and intervenors’ winter gas rate proposals, replies to other parties’ comments, and a response to the expedited draft decision.
In this proceeding, Greenlining raised the following issues:
1. while many of the other parties’ proposals were limited in scope, Greenlining supported flashes of creativity, including:  suspend the recertification requirement of CARE; suspend CARE post-enrollment verification; enable telephone enrollment and recertification for CARE; waive the reconnection deposit for CARE customers; revise income eligibility for CARE; facilitate LIEE refrigerator and furnace replacement by matching to CARE eligibility; suspend LIEE income documentation collection requirements; implement a shut-off moratorium for medical baseline consumers

2. freezing rates for low-income customers

3. capping rates for all other customers at 20%, and 

4. freezing executive compensation until the resolution of the crisis. 
In the decision, the Commission directs the utilities “to take extraordinary steps to ensure that residential customers struggling to pay higher bills this winter are able to continue receiving gas and electric service.  Toward that end, the utilities shall not shut off service during the winter months to customers that continue to make minimum bill payments.”  (D. 05-10-044 at p.27)  Greenlining is cited for contributing to this order, requiring that “utilities shall retain service, at a minimum, to those customers paying at least 50% of their current bills.”  (D. 05-10-044 at p.27)
Greenlining was also thanked in the decision, among other intervenors, for “offering additional constructive suggestions” for utility efforts to expand outreach efforts this winter to encourage participation in the CARE and Low-Income Energy Efficiency programs.  (D. 05-10-044 at p.29)
Greenlining was also cited for its highlighting of the relationship between executive compensation and the emergency gas rate hikes, and its suggestion to impose a freeze on utility executive bonuses during the winter months.  The Commission “agree[d] that the shareholders, and the officers acting on their behalf, can have a significant impact on the overall cost of service through procurement strategies, storage practices, and hedging plans”, but did not find an obvious connection between gas costs this winter and the merits of any particular executive bonuses.  (D. 05-10-044 at p.30)
Even where they were not wholly adopted by the decision, these contributions were beneficial to the Commission.  (See Aglet Decision, D. 04-08-025.)
6. Greenlining’s Participation Was Productive and Benefited Ratepayers

Greenlining contributed to this proceeding in a manner that was productive and resulted in benefits to ratepayers that are especially significant in light of the low cost of Greenlining’s participation.  Our participation also benefited the Commission, thereby making full compensation appropriate.

6.1 Benefits to Ratepayers

In determining the value of Greenlining’s participation, the Commission should consider that Greenlining’s participation benefited those ratepayers whose voices the Commission would not have otherwise heard.  Greenlining was one of the only intervenors to raise issues uniquely impacting the poor, those who are limited English proficient, recent immigrants, urban communities, communities of color, and other underserved communities.  Were it not for Greenlining’s participation in this proceeding, the Commission may not have had the opportunity to hear the perspective of these vulnerable communities, which comprise the majority of Californians.
Since the purpose of this emergency proceeding was specifically to protect low-income ratepayers, Greenlining’s participation was especially valuable.
6.2 Greenlining’s Productivity

The Commission has held that “productivity” concerns the party’s efficiency and reasonableness in terms of cost of the participation.  D. 00-02-044 at 14.
The cost of Greenlining’s participation in this proceeding is modest and, for several reasons, quite reasonable.  First, Greenlining was highly efficient as detailed in Subsection 8.1 below.  Second, Greenlining waives most of the hours of our staff members that assisted in this case, as well as three months of postage, copying, and service fees.  Third, Greenlining’s in-house staff is requesting compensation for 152.75 hours of work, which was spent over the course of this very short-term emergency proceeding.  This includes the time spent researching, developing innovative strategies, preparing and filing briefs, meeting with experts, participating in Commission activities, and reviewing other parties’ filings and Commission rulings.  See Subsection 8.1 and related attachments.  And fourth, the hourly rates requested, as detailed in Subsection 8.2 below, are reasonable and/or below-market rates.
7. Duplication

By making intervenor compensation mandatory for any customer who makes a substantial contribution and meets the financial hardship requirement, the Legislature effectively eliminated any other obstacles to participation and to compensation for the costs of participation.  D. 03-03-031.  The Legislature specifically provided for multifarious, overlapping, and duplicative participation by customers in all manner of Commission proceedings.  Id.  Because Greenlining has demonstrated that it made a substantial contribution and that it meets the financial hardship requirement, we need not address the issue of duplication.
Nevertheless, Greenlining can and does distinguish our contributions from those made by other intervenors.  Greenlining was the few organizations that responded quickly to this emergency and sought to represent multiethnic, low income, as well as limited English speaking, and recently immigrated ratepayers.  
8. Reasonableness of Requested Compensation

In this filing, Greenlining is requesting compensation in the amount of $44,407.50 for the time reasonably devoted to this proceeding, as well as for the expenses we incurred for our participation.  Full compensation is appropriate since Greenlining’s substantial contributions to the proceeding were made in a productive, efficient, and non-duplicative manner.  Furthermore, even where they were not wholly adopted by the decision, these contributions were beneficial to the Commission.  (See Aglet Decision, D. 04-08-025.)  Following is a summary table and explanation of hours claimed, hourly rates, and direct expenses. A more detailed breakdown of the time devoted to this proceeding by each of Greenlining’s attorneys is provided in Exhibits A through H to this filing.
As the data below demonstrates, our work was performed very efficiently.  All of the work was delegated to the appropriate members of Greenlining’s legal team as described in more detail in Subsection 8.1 below.

8.1 Hours Claimed By Greenlining Are Reasonable

Daily listings of the specific tasks performed by Greenlining’s attorney, Robert Gnaizda, in connection with this proceeding are available in Exhibit A.  Mr. Gnaizda provided his expertise and policy input on all communications with the Commission and with other parties.
Other in-house responsibilities were divided among various Greenlining staff members, especially administrative support to Greenlining’s attorneys and fellows.  However, Greenlining waives all of their time, with the exception of 3 hours of Chris Vaeth’s time (at half the normal rate) preparing this request for compensation.
  Mr. Vaeth’s detailed hours are attached as Exhibit B.
Daily listings of the specific tasks performed by Greenlining’s fellow, Pamela Palpallatoc, in connection with this proceeding are described in further detail below and available in Exhibit C.
Daily listings of the specific tasks performed by Greenlining’s fellow, Sam Kang, in connection with this proceeding are described in further detail below and available in Exhibit D.
Daily listings of the specific tasks performed by Greenlining’s fellow, Nonya Collier, in connection with this proceeding are described in further detail below and available in Exhibit E.
The emergency work done by Greenlining’s attorneys and staff, as a team and as individuals, demonstrates that the hours claimed are reasonable, particularly given the scope and timeframe of this proceeding. 

8.2 Greenlining’s Reasonable and Below-Market Hourly Rates

The reasonableness of the proposed hourly rates for Greenlining’s attorney and staff is supported by various factors including market rates, their experience, their areas of expertise, and their previous work before this Commission.  

8.2.1 Robert Gnaizda’s Hourly Rates

Robert Gnaizda is Greenlining’s General Counsel and Policy Director, and has been for over 10 years.  Mr. Gnaizda graduated from Yale Law School in 1960 and was admitted to the New York State Bar that same year.  Mr. Gnaizda’s litigation experience commenced in 1961, and he has been representing underserved communities before the Commission since 1971.  

Based on Mr. Gnaizda’s significant litigation and Commission experience, the Commission set Mr. Gnaizda’s 2004 hourly rate at $490 in D. 05-08-028.  Given his extensive experience, these hourly rates are low.  Attorneys with 35 or more years of experience are regularly awarded hourly rates ranging from $500 to $550 for work in 2001 and 2002.
  See Pearl Declaration included as Attachment 6 to Greenlining’s request for compensation in I. 02-04-026 at ¶8.  Nevertheless, Greenlining adopts this rate for his work in 2005.
8.2.2 Chris Vaeth’s Hourly Rates

Greenlining’s Director of Special Projects, Chris Vaeth, worked in a paralegal capacity in this proceeding.  Mr. Vaeth reviewed all parties’ filings, conducted legal research, drafted correspondence, testified at the full panel hearing, and conferred with other parties.  Mr. Vaeth also prepared this compensation request.  (Greenlining requests compensation for his 3 hours of work on this document; staff time related to intervenor compensation is compensated at ½ the usual rate.  In the case of preparing this document, Greenlining requests ½ the hourly rate of $150, or $75, for 3 hours.)
Mr. Vaeth holds a B.S. from Cornell University, an M.T.S. (Masters of Theological Studies) from Harvard University, and a Certificate in Non-Profit Management from Columbia University.  Mr. Vaeth has 6 years of policy experience, including work with the Open Society Institute and in the Clinton White House.

As Greenlining’s hourly rate expert states, paralegals with less than Mr. Vaeth’s experience are regularly awarded rates starting at $150 and up.  The Pearl Declaration and the data provided by the utilities fully supports this rate.
  Therefore, a 2005 rate of $150 for Mr. Vaeth is quite reasonable and wholly consistent with Commission precedent and market rates.

8.2.3 Pamela Palpallatoc’s Hourly Rates

Greenlining’s 2005-2006 Telecommunication Fellow, Pamela Palpallatoc, worked in a paralegal capacity in this proceeding.  Ms. Palpallatoc attended the University of California at Davis, where she obtained a Bachelor of Arts in Sociology and African and African American Studies in 2005.  At UC Davis she served as a mentor for the Math Engineering Science Achievement (MESA) Program, an appointed official for the Associated Students, and the Student Assistant to Chancellor Larry N. Vanderhoef.  She was also involved in various multiethnic student organizations and completed an undergraduate research project under the guidance of Professor Milmon F. Harrison.  At the end of her undergraduate career, she was nominated Senior Woman of the Year and recognized as an Outstanding Senior.
As Greenlining’s hourly rate expert states, paralegals are regularly awarded rates starting at $150 and up.  The Pearl Declaration and the data provided by the utilities fully supports this rate.
  Therefore, a 2005 rate of $125 for Ms. Palpallatoc is quite reasonable and wholly consistent with Commission precedent and market rates.
8.2.4 Sam Kang’s Hourly Rates

Greenlining’s 2005-2006 fellow, Sam Kang, worked in a paralegal capacity in this proceeding.  As Greenlining’s hourly rate expert states, paralegals regularly awarded rates starting at $150 and up.  The Pearl Declaration and the data provided by the utilities fully supports this rate.
  Therefore, a 2005 rate of $125 for Mr. Kang is quite reasonable and wholly consistent with Commission precedent and market rates.

Mr.  Kang is a Greenlining Fellow and currently a law student at the University of San Francisco.  He received his A.B. from Occidental College in Diplomacy and World Affairs and was a Coro Fellow in Public Affairs in New York City.  Mr. Kang generally works with Greenlining’s legal team, focusing his efforts on public interventions in the telecommunications and energy industries.
8.2.5 Nonya Collier’s Hourly Rates

Greenlining’s 2005-2006 fellow, Nonya Collier, worked in a paralegal capacity in this proceeding.  As Greenlining’s hourly rate expert states, paralegals are regularly awarded rates starting at $150 and up.  The Pearl Declaration and the data provided by the utilities fully supports this rate.
  Therefore, a 2005 rate of $125 for Ms. Collier is quite reasonable and wholly consistent with Commission precedent and market rates.
Nonya Collier is the Health and Sustainable Development Fellow at Greenlining Institute.  At Greenlining, she has worked with Pacific Gas & Electric to improve its consumer protection programs.  She has previously worked in improving minority health and in capacity building for small businesses. She earned her B.A. in Sociology from Spelman College.

8.3 Greenlining’s Reasonable Direct Expenses

The expenses totaling $100 and listed in the above summary table are reasonable and necessary for Greenlining’s substantial contribution to this case.  These charges cover the cost of Greenlining’s photocopying ($50) and postage ($50).  Greenlining waives all travel expenses, including travel to Los Angeles for the full-panel hearing on October 6, 2005, and all other costs incurred in this proceeding.
9. Conclusion: Greenlining Is Entitled To Intervenor Compensation Totaling $44,407.50 for Our Substantial Contributions to D. 05-10-044
Greenlining has met all the requirements of PU Code § 1801 et seq.  Greenlining has satisfied the requirements of achieving customer status, demonstrating financial hardship, and providing all required information in this document.  Greenlining made a substantial contribution to D. 05-10-044 in a productive and efficient manner and avoided duplication where possible.  And, as was the case in D. 04-08-025 where the Commission awarded Aglet near-full compensation, Greenlining’s contributions that were not wholly adopted by the decision were beneficial to the Commission.  Additionally, Greenlining has provided herein a detailed itemization of the costs of participation and has demonstrated the reasonableness of the requested hourly rates.  Therefore, Greenlining is entitled to full intervenor compensation in the amount of $44,407.50.
