ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING





In order to move forward with Program Year (PY) 2000 planning for energy efficiency and low-income assistance programs, we need to develop procedures for obtaining input on program policies, designs, funding guidelines and other issues prior to the utilities’ submission of specific program plans for PY2000.  This will require a clear scoping of issues that can realistically be addressed prior to the utilities’ October 1, 1999 filings.  In addition, we will need to establish a schedule for all filings related to PY2000.


Accordingly, a workshop addressing these issues will be held at 10:00 a.m., on March 10, 1999, at the Commission Courtroom, 505 Van Ness Avenue, San Francisco, California.  Pre-workshop comments should be sent directly to me, the assigned Commissioner and the Energy Division (attention Phyllis White).
