· In D.02-12-019, ALJ authorized the utilities to return to a 2-year impact evaluation schedule beginning with PY2004. 

· The Workshop took place on March 14, 2006.

	Assigned Commissioner Ruling on Standardization Team filings was issued on March 29, 2006.  In Decision  D.05-12-026, the Commission delegated to the Assigned Commissioner the authority to approve or disapprove through a ruling the adoption of any Standardization Team reports currently pending or otherwise pending during the 2006-2007 funding cycle.
· This Assigned Commissioner Ruling has adopted the Standardization Team filing of November 1, 2005.
· The filing contained proposed changes to Policy and Procedures (P&P) and Weatherization Installation Standards (WIS) Manual; additional policies and standards relating to additional energy efficiency measures recommended for inclusion into the 2006 Low-Income Energy Efficiency Program; and changes needed to accommodate recent changes in California’s Title 24 standards. 


	April 14, 2006
	Large IOUs to file budget augmentation requests for low-income 2006 budgets pursuant to D.05-12-026, OP.12.

· “Each of the utilities shall seek a 2006 budget augmentation, through an application to be filed no later than April 14, 2006.”

· Only PG&E filed a Budget Augmentation. 
· SCE filed a motion to extend its CARE telephone enrollment and recertification program as well as its automatic enrollment of CARE customers in LIEE.

· Sempra filed a motion to continue its self-certification enrollment program.

· Decision expected by end of August.

	Bill Savings Study public workshops.

· The bill Savings Study is an annual report that California IOUs are required to file in compliance with D.01-12-020, OP.4.

· The decision directed the utilities to file and serve standardized data on program life cycle bill savings and bill savings to cost ratios as part of their annual report on LIEE activities, due May 1 of each year.

· The Bill Savings Study Public Workshop mentioned above has already taken place.

	Needs Assessment report and workshops.

· The study is being conducted pursuant to resolution E-3646, D.03-01-020, and ACR, dated May 5, 2005.

· The purpose of the report is to gather data to inform the Commission about low-income customer energy-related needs and recommendations to meet those needs. 



	May 1, 2006
	Annual Earnings Assessment Proceeding (AEAP) filings pursuant to D.05-04-051, OP.15.

· Joint staff (Energy Division and California Energy Commission) to submit to the ALJ in AEAP proceeding a joint proposal for the LIEE performance basis and associated EM&V protocols after obtaining public input on the joint proposal.

· The ALJ shall issue the joint proposal for comment via ruling to the service lists in the applicable AEAP docket and in the low-income assistance rulemaking, R.04-01-006.

· ED has proposed to develop EM&V protocols for the 2009 budget cycle.

We will review these reports in order to undertake an analysis of the costs and benefits of this CARE program expansion, to help us determine whether the expansion of CARE should remain in effect, and to understand the specific rate impacts by class of customer.”   



	July 1, 2006
	Large IOUs to file low-income budget filings for 2007-2008 (D.05-12-026): 

· The utilities shall file 2007-2008 funding applications no later than July1, 2006.  The utilities shall list separately their budgets and program goals for each year and participate in workshops to develop other application and reporting requirements.  The utilities shall schedule and conduct workshops within 60 days of filing their applications, and invite the members of the low income Oversight Board, DRA, the Energy Division, and the public to attend the workshops. (O.P. 5)
· Utilities may file for a budget augmentation as part of its July 2006 applications for 2007-2008 programs. (O.P. 3)
· SCE, SDG&E and DRA to work with Community groups to develop low cost plan for reviving Cool Centers for service in the summer of 2006. (O.P. 13)
· SCE is developing its proposal and it will be presented at the LIOB meeting.
