LEGISLATION SUMMARY

· SB 324 (Migden) - CPUC sponsored. This bill would expand the definition of low-income residential housing for purposes of the California Solar Initiative to include CARE/FERA/LIEE ratepayers. · AB 1064 (Lieber).  This bill to add advanced solar thermal and other biogas/biomass technologies to the Solar Generation Incentive Program (SGIP) would also exempt CARE ratepayers from paying for SGIP. · AB 1234 (Wolk).  This bill would require the CPUC to develop a program to replace the floor furnaces of low-income ratepayers from 2008-2013.  The CPUC is formally opposed to this bill because it would spend most of the LIEE money on this specific program and other worthy EE measures would be neglected. · AB 1470 (Huffman).  This bill would create a 10-year, $250 million CPUC-administered solar thermal incentive program.  Under the program, 10% of the money will be set-aside for low income ratepayers. In addition, CARE/FERA ratepayers and those earning less than 300% of the federal poverty level would be exempted form paying for the program.
