Re:  RRM2 and the Standardized Reporting Guidelines





Gentlemen:





On April 6, Donna Wagoner forwarded a copy of Don Schultz’s April 5 memo and the March draft Reporting Requirements Manual 2 (RRM2) to the members of the Low Income Governing Board (LIGB).  The LIGB was able to briefly discuss this draft of RRM2 and its relationship to ongoing work of the LIGB.  The purpose of this letter is to draw your attention to the facts that the LIGB has considered issues pertinent to RRM2 and that the LIGB will be developing recommendations to the Commission for standardized reporting guidelines for low-income programs.





The LIGB previously discussed cost effectiveness tests, selection criteria, and monitoring and measurement methods applicable to and appropriate for low-income energy efficiency programs.  The LIGB’s recommendations on these topics were presented to the Commission on November 13, 1998, as part of the LIGB’s “Proposed Policy Rules for Independent Administration of the CARE and LIEE Programs” (See especially Recommendations 13, 16 and 18).  It is possible that you may have overlooked these recommendations during your development of RRM2. 





You also should be aware that the LIGB is filing recommendations for standardized reporting guidelines for the low-income programs with the Commission by June 1.  The utilities are required to propose standardized filing guidelines for the LIGB’s consideration by May 1, 1999. (See Resolution E-3585)  Presumably, the utilities’ filing will contain appropriate elements of RRM2 as well as the LIGB’s prior recommendations.  Thus within weeks of your development of RRM2 for the LIEE program, new and expanded standardized reporting guidelines will be prepared.  To facilitate the development of the standardized reporting guidelines, the LIGB requests that you provide it with a description of the reporting requirements for low-income programs as discussed at your RRM2 meetings.
