RHA has scheduled a meeting on Thursday, December 2, 1999, in San Diego with utility inspection staff from SDG&E, SOCALGAS, EDISON, and PG&E to review inspection policies and procedures including factual differences and similarities among utility low  income weatherization programs.  This meeting will consist primarily of a fact-finding   exercise which is being conducted in preparation for the LIGBAC meeting scheduled for December 8th and 9th at SEMPRA ENERGY, 101 Ash Street, in auditorium 2, in San Diego.  Discussion regarding the development of late filed Exhibit 73 will occur on Wednesday, December 8th starting at 10:00am.

Late filed Exhibit 73 is a joint stipulation of facts “among the parties that are intimately familiar with how inspections are done.  ‘And that is the utilities’, and ‘the parties in this proceeding that are currently administering or implementing the program”.
  Therefore the stipulation of facts will focus on the differences and similarities among utility inspection practices and procedures, types and number of measures installed (and inspected) to develop unit pass rates and other issues related to the manner in which pass or fail rates have been developed.
