ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING 
REGARDING PUBLIC PARTICIPATION IN THE JOINT UTILITY 
POLICY AND PROCEDURES STANDARDIZATION PROJECT

On December 29, 1999, the Assigned Commissioner’s Ruling directed the utilities to conduct workshops and/or other forums to solicit input from interested participants prior to serving the joint proposal on the service list.  It has come to my attention that public participation is being gathered through the meetings of the Low-Income Advisory Board and its Technical Committee and that there are three remaining public input meetings currently scheduled.

To ensure the broadest public participation possible, Energy Division shall conduct these public input meetings as public participation workshops.  At these workshops, the Joint Utilities shall ensure that, in addition to presenting the status of their proposals, the Joint Utilities provide the public with some additional context surrounding the development of their draft proposals.

Because the purpose of these workshops is to facilitate public input to the utilities on the standardization project, Energy Division will not be issuing a workshop report.  To ensure that the project is not disrupted and participants are not inconvenienced, Energy Division shall schedule these public input workshops using the dates, times, and places of the previously scheduled meetings.
