I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to Order by the Vice-Chair, Roberto Haro, at 10:15 am.

II. REVIEW OF MINUTES, APPROVAL

Motion:  McKenney moved to adopt the September 8, 1999 meeting Minutes with modifications. Seconded. Vote 4-0.   Motion passed. 

Motion:  McKenney moved to adopt the September 9, 1999 meeting Minutes with minor modifications. Seconded. Vote 4-0. Motion passed. 

Motion:  McKenney moved to adopt the September 29, 1999 meeting Minutes with adaptations. Seconded. 

Vote 4-0. Motion passed.

III. PUBLIC COMMENT

No public comment was heard. 

IV. CURRENT EVENTS

Rutledge reported the Public Utilities Commission (PUC) filed a report to the Commission on how it would take over Call Center functions. He stated the PUC is funding from its budget.  Many applications were rejected. 

Donna Wagoner reported on the Joint Motion For Bifurcation of the Procedural schedule and immediate approval of PG&E cost request for proposals for competitive bidding of its low income energy efficiency weatherization contract (doc 18).

The Energy Division is looking into having UC Berkeley and UC Davis students assist the Advisory Committee (AC).

Wagoner reported on the Proposed Decision (doc 17). It was not available for distribution as of the meeting date.

Wagoner reported that Meg Gottstein granted an extension for filing comments, from October 8 to October 12. The Case Management Report is still due October 27.

F. Critical Path Update

Wagoner stated that the Critical Path Update (doc 12) is from the September 29 meeting. Revisions and updates will be made. 

Public Comment was heard.

H. Outreach Efforts

Rutledge asked if any Utilities had received applications via the Call Center. 

Utilities reported that only a handful of applications had been received. 

McKenney commented on a talk by Warren Buffet. Statistics show how important outreach efforts are. The Board discussed the importance of outreach efforts. 

Anne Keegan, SoCalGas, reported that she could present a progress update from SoCalGas and SDG&E to the Board at the upcoming LIGB meeting, November 9 and 10. 

Josie Webb commented on loss of population due to cost of living for retirement. 

“Outreach” will remain as a standing agenda item. Perez commented this is also a standing item for the AC.

Public comment was provided on the reasons for performing a needs assessment.

The Board discussed the issue of Attendance in the audit. 

McKenney, as the Treasurer of the Board, requested authorization from the Board to compose a formal letter to Edison to issue 1099s.

Per diem for low-income representation will be reflected in the budget augmentation. 

Rutledge commented on a recommendation from the audit regarding the LIGB meeting less often. 

Haro suggested that Board members visit the CPUC offices, meet support staff, and visit file room.

E. Review LIGB Proposed By-law Changes

Rutledge, McKenney, and Knawls will work on the language for the proposed by-law changes. 

The Board proposed suggesting a by-law change to reflect: Request for reimbursement should be submitted within 30 days and no longer than 90 days.  McKenney stated she would work on the language for adoption at the upcoming LIGB meeting.  

Wagoner recommended for the Board to wait for the PD and have Legal Division look at the proposed by-law changes.

The Board indicated it would consult with Ourania Vlahos at tomorrow’s meeting via conference call on the process of handling by-law changes.

Rutledge stated section on per diems should be re-drafted.  Wagoner stated she would ask Vlahos to look at this section and re-draft language.

SCE and PG&E Monthly Reports (doc 13, 14) were presented and no comments were made.
