TO ALL INTERESTED PARTIES:

The Low Income Governing Board (LIGB), an advisory board to the California Public Utilities


Commission, is requesting and welcomes proposals to assist in providing direction for potential improvements for the CARE and LIEE programs.   The LIGB is focusing on the following two areas:





(1) CARE related pilot projects that can be implemented during 2000;





(2) LIEE related pilot projects that can be implemented during 2000;





The LIGB is interested in pilot program proposals for CARE and LIEE that address


current barriers that prevent low income households in California from


fully utilizing and getting maximum benefit from these programs.   All ideas are welcome and encouraged.  In order to facilitate creative thinking we are identifying a few examples of topic areas


that the LIGB has discussed in the past.  They include:





A.  Overall:





1.  Incentive program for outreach for hard-to-reach populations;





2.  Energy education that maximizes points of contact at time of


outreach, eligibility, assessment, installation, inspection, and


evaluation;








3.  Whole house approach that integrates other federal low income


efficiency programs (LIHEAP, D.O.E WAP), rehab programs, water utility


retrofits, etc.








B.  LIEE





1.  Targeting for eligibility;





2.  New measures and assessment protocol;





3.  Develop creative techniques to


market the program by enhancing landlord participation;





4.  Develop methods for energy assessors to identify and recommend the full spectrum of energy efficiency measures





C.  CARE





1.  Aggregation pilot to bring benefit of retail access to low-income customers;





Discern benefits, costs, and effectiveness of:





 •  Percentage of Income Payment Program where no eligible household


exceeds a 5% energy burden;





 •  A 25% rate discount program across the board for all eligible low


income customers;





 •  A 15% rate discount program with incentives for the participants, up


to 25%, for having their dwelling weatherized (5%) and/or participating


in the energy education program (5%).





FORMAT





All submittals of proposals should be limited to a total of three pages.  Two pages (8 x 11


inches, 12 point font, in electronic format if possible (Wordperfect 5.1 or higher or Word 6 or higher is preferred) for the text.  One page (preferably Quattro or Excel) for the budget, and contain (at least) the following components:





1.  Description of the pilot





2.  Need for the pilot





3.  Benefits and outcomes it may bring to low income households in California





4.  Estimated time line to implement the pilot





5.  Estimated budget for the pilot with functional detail and breakout whenever


possible
