We promised to send you a schedule for soliciting the input of the Advisory Committee on MSB’s policy/rules recommendations.  As you know, the approved milestones call upon the LIGB to submit policy/rules recommendations to the CPUC by November 13.  Underlying that delivery date were several dates by which the Advisory Committee would review and the LIGB would approve draft recommendations.  Thus far, the Advisory Committee has not provided input on any of the policy/rules recommendations pieces described below, and the LIGB has approved only the measure selection criteria piece.





We suggest that the Advisory Committee take up the following items on October 20-21, in order of priority:


IPA Roles and responsibilities    maximum 3 hours, beginning at 10 AM


Measurement and Evaluation    maximum 2 hours


Objectives    maximum 1hour (LIGB discussed last January)


LIEE 2000 program changes maximum 3 hours, ending at 2:30 PM (We need to catch a flight at 3:30 on Wednesday.)





At its next meeting on the morning of November 9, the Advisory Committee could take up the CARE 2000 program changes.  We will not be prepared (will not be bringing Chris Deisinger who has done much of the CARE-related analysis) to discuss CARE 2000 changes at the meetings on October 20 & 21.  





With this schedule, the Advisory Committee will have opportunity to review and comment on the major section of the policy/rules recommendations prior to LIGB action on them.  We do not believe it is a good use of the Advisory Committee’s time to review and comment on the Introduction or the Submittal letter, as they are non-substantive, and have not attempted to schedule time for that.  We would be pleased to accept written comments from the Committee or any individual members of the Committee if they would like to do so.

















Enclosed is a copy of the CARE and LIEE policy/rules recommendations to aid in the Advisory Committee discussions.  Because both the Advisory Committee and the LIGB are behind schedule, we are providing these drafts for discussion purposes.  MSB’s thinking will evolve as we consider the implications of the ACR regarding the AB 2461 veto, evolving CPUC policy, and decisions reached by the LIGB’s on other issues.  Copies were sent by Fed Ex to the Advisory Committee members.





Also, per your request, we’ve enclosed a current copy of all the materials we expect to be discussing.  All the Advisory Committee members have received these by E-mail and fax through CH2M Hill. We’re sending you a complete copy so that you can help others sort out problems if they occur.  Thanks again you and the Advisory Committee members have been very helpful and accommodating.  We’ll see you next week.
