ASSIGNED ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING
CONSOLIDATING VARIOUS MATTERS AND
SETTING A SCHEDULE FOR COMMENTS
On June 1, 2005, the four larger regulated energy utilities filed applications for approval of low-income programs and budgets for 2006 and 2007.  This ruling is for the purpose of consolidating these new applications with the umbrella rulemaking docket, and responding to a request from the Office of Ratepayer Advocates (ORA) for a comment period related to these new applications.

In its limited protest of Applications (A.)  05-06-012 and A.05-06-013, filed July 7, 2005, ORA requests that the Commission allow parties to file second‑round comments and replies during September 2005.  This would provide ORA with an opportunity to complete its discovery of information related to the applications and offer any observations it may have about fund allocations and other matters.  For this reason, I will grant the request.
IT IS RULED that:

1. Application (A.) 05-05-005, A.05-06-009, A.05-06-012, and A.05-06-013 are consolidated with this docket.
2. Parties may file and serve comments on the above-mentioned applications no later than September 9, 2005, and reply comments no later than September 23, 2005.
