NOTICE OF NEW MEASURES PROPOSED FOR THE 2006

LOW INCOME ENERGY EFFICIENCY PROGRAM

The Low Income Energy Efficiency (LIEE) Standardization Project Team (Team) on December 17, 2004, released a solicitation requesting proposals for energy efficiency measures that could be considered for inclusion in the 2006 LIEE Program.  The deadline to submit proposals for new measures was by close of business, January 31, 2005.  In accordance with Section 2.3 of the solicitation, the Team is providing notice of the list of the proposed measures that were submitted by respondents and being evaluated by the Team.  

In response to the solicitiation, there were four (4) proposals submitted.  Some proposals suggested more than one measure, and some proposals overlapped.  The measures covered by these proposals were as follows:

· High Efficiency Central Air Conditioners.  This measure involves the replacement of existing central air conditioners with high efficiency (SEER 13) units.   

· Central Air Conditioner and Heat Pump Maintenance.  As proposed, maintenance would entail checking and correcting the refrigerant charge and airflow in central air conditioners and central heat pumps.  

· Duct Testing and Sealing.  This measure would involve testing duct leakage and, for systems with excess leakage, sealing both supply and return ducts in a way that would yield a reduction in leakage equal to 15% of system air flow.  

· Compact Fluorescent Lamps (CFLs).  While CFLs are already offered through the LIEE Program, this proposal is to establish a master purchase plan for obtaining CFLs offered through the Program.  

In accordance with Section 3 of the solicitation, the Team will assess the measures proposed by the respondents for inclusion to the LIEE Program by utilizing a two-step process.  The first step will entail prescreening and the second step will entail the formal cost-effectiveness analysis.  By March 31, 2005, the Team will complete its evaluation of the proposed measures using California Public Utilities Commission currently approved criteria.  The Team will host two public workshops during April 2005, to present the results of its analysis of the proposed new measures and its draft recommendations for inclusion of measures in the 2006 LIEE Program.
