Discussion of Changes to Attachment A - DAP Measures for 1999


Those present did not have any additional measures to add to the matrix.  The AC has not voted to adopt this list of measures, but there is consensus about the measures. Those in opposition to the list will write up their dissenting opinions.





Additional Discussion Items That Need To Be Addressed For 1999


Bob Burt/ICA raised the issue of whether utilities should require to set uniform pricing for installation of the measures through a competitive bid process for 1999. (Bidding by service territory)


Cost effectiveness


Focus on high use customers vs. all low-income (as proposed by EEI)


Refrigerators 


Allocation of limited resources related to 1999 DAP measures (1999 Budget)


Setting maximum $ per home treated


Prioritizing measures (may be based on cost effectiveness and may not be uniform statewide)


Maximum dollar spent per unit treated


Current maximum per utility measures only (does not include administrative costs)


SCE - $600 (weatherization only) if evaporative cooler installed add $550


SDG&E - $2,500 


PG&E - $1,400 (est)


SoCalGas - $1,200 (est)


Priority list can’t be done with mandatory measures, non-mandatory measures


How does the Commission interpret SB 845


What is the Commission’s interpretation of “significant need?”


What is the Commission’s authority in determining mandatory and non mandatory measures?


What flexibility will the Commission give the utilities and the administrator with respect to mandatory measures? 


Feasibility - To what extent can the administrator define feasibility? 





Josie Webb offered to informally discuss these issues with ALJ Meg Gottstein to get clarification. Some Advisory Committee members were concerned about this approach feeling it violated necessary protocols and did not give the Advisory Committee the opportunity to bring these issues to the Board and the Commission formally.
