INTRODUCTION


In Decision (D.) 01-05-033, the Commission directed the Southern California Gas Company (SoCalGas) and the other investor-owned utilities (IOUs) to provide monthly status reports on the costs and impacts of their Rapid Deployment (RD) efforts associated with the California Alternate Rates for Energy (CARE) and Low Income Energy Efficiency (LIEE) programs.  On May 22, 2002, the utilities held a conference call with the Energy Division and the Office of Ratepayer Advocates to assess RD Reporting.  The parties agreed that the utilities would submit a full monthly RD report to the Commission beginning in May 2002 report, and with future full reports due in August 2002, November 2002, February 2003, and continuing at three-month intervals.  Only certain tables and a brief narrative highlight of RD activities were required from the utilities in other months.  Pursuant to this agreement, this tenth report for PY2003 contains information on SoCalGas’ RD activities and low-income programs during the month of October 2003 and includes a full set of detailed tables.

In D.02-07-033, the Commission authorized the IOUs to update their CARE and LIEE eligibility customer estimates using Census 2000 data.  Pursuant to this Decision and a subsequent Assigned Commissioner Ruling dated December 27, 2002, SoCalGas has completed an update of its CARE and LIEE eligibility estimates and is using this updated information to provide information on CARE and LIEE customer participation and penetration, although we are awaiting Commission action on these estimates.  An explanation of this update was filed with SoCalGas’ February 21, 2003 RD Report.  On November 3, 2003, the Joint Utilities filed their “Annual Estimate of CARE Eligible Customers” with the Commission and proposed benchmarks for PY2004, and are awaiting direction on that filing from the Commission.  

II. LOW-INCOME ENERGY EFFICIENCY (LIEE)                 

October Results - Installations

SoCalGas processed and expensed the installation of weatherization measures in 4,328 homes for the month of October.  Year-to-date, 33,614 homes have received weatherization measures.

The appliance program serviced a total of 631 appliances for the month of October, which represents 36 furnace repairs, 312 furnace replacements, and 283 water heater replacements.  Year-to-date, 6,287 appliances have been serviced, including 385 furnace repairs, 2,722 furnace replacements and 3,180 water heater replacements.

For the month of October, SoCalGas processed and expensed reimbursements for 33 Energy Education Workshops with 671 participants.  Year-to-date, 898 workshops have been conducted and expensed with a total of 19,663 participants.

LIEE measure and appliance installations processed and expensed during the month can be found in SoCalGas’ Table 4, LIEE Measure Installations.  All installations for PY2003 are from base funds as all SBX15 allocations were expensed in PY2002. 

October Leveraging and Outreach

During October, SoCalGas leveraged LIEE outreach with other Customer Assistance outreach efforts at the community events discussed in the CARE Outreach & Leveraging section below and also including: 

· During the month of October over 75 Energy Efficiency kits were mailed to customers based on requests received via the company website and the Customer Contact Center.  Each kit included a Customer Assistance Program (CAP) brochure and CARE application. 

· For the month of October, SoCalGas placed an article in the CA Latino Journal, which typically reaches all Hispanic politicians with California.  The article discussed the Customer Assistance programs as well as the current outreach efforts used to inform the public about the programs.  The article ran for the entire month of October..

· On October 4, SoCalGas Public Affairs attended the Westminster Energy Fair.  The group distributed Diverse Marketing Outreach Program (DMOP) that has information about the customer assistance programs, CARE applications, and CAP brochures.

· On October 9, SoCalGas Public Affairs presented Energy Efficiency and Customer Assistance information to the residents at the Tustin Mobile Home Village.  Public Affairs representatives distributed DMOP, CAP brochures, and CARE applications.   

· SoCalGas Mass Markets representatives supplied DMOP information to attendees of the Greening of LA, Community Issues Forum.  Over 200 DMOP brochures were distributed.

· SoCalGas Public Affairs attended the Fountain Valley Open House on October 11.  Public Affairs representatives discussed the various programs available to residential customers and distributed over 150 DMOP brochures. 

· SoCalGas Public Affairs attended the Speech and Language Development Golf Tournament in Buena Park.   Representatives provided brochures and information on the programs and services available for both residential and commercial customers.  

· Customer Assistance staffed a booth at the Southern California Senior Expo.  The event, held at the Ontario Convention Center, provided the opportunity to distribute over 3,000 CAP, DMOP, CARE and Medical Baseline applications and brochures. 

· On October 21, SoCalGas representatives attended Operation Hope.  Over 800 brochures and applications were provided in English, Spanish, Chinese, Vietnamese and Korean.

· On October 23, Customer Assistance manned a booth at The Accessible City Expo in the LA Convention Center.  Over 1,000 CAP brochures, CARE applications and Medical Baseline flyers were provided.

· SoCalGas representative provided the Magic Johnson Adventure Center with brochures and applications for their annual community resource fair.  The information included 200 English and 50 Spanish CAP brochures, 250 CARE applications and 250 Medical Baseline flyers.  

LIEE Authorized Funding Versus Actual Expenditures

SoCalGas’ Table 1, LIEE Program Expenses, reflects detailed budget allocations and program expenditures for the month of October 2003 and year-to-date.  The LIEE program expenditures total approximately $2.5 million for services processed and paid during the month, and $21.1 million year-to-date.  An additional $294 thousand was spent on administration, for a year-to-date administration cost of $3.1 million.  Total costs year-to-date are 64% of budget.  

III. CALIFORNIA ALTERNATE RATES FOR ENERGY (CARE)

October CARE Enrollment Results

As of October 2003, SoCalGas had 947,017 residential customers enrolled in its CARE program, a net increase of 10,171 customers from September 2003.  During the month of October, SoCalGas approved 39,236 new CARE applications.  Of the approved CARE applications, RD agencies enrolled 7,229 CARE customers and 7,187 were Southern California Edison customers enrolled through the inter-utility data sharing process (see Table 10).      
October Outreach and Leveraging

SoCalGas launched its 2003 CARE media campaign in the Asian and Hispanic markets this month, which will continue into November.  The campaign will focus on the Chinese, Vietnamese, Korean, and Spanish-speaking households throughout the service territory.  This will be accomplished by using several methods.  Radio - sixteen different Hispanic radio stations, fifteen Asian stations with live phone interviews.  Print - Asian newspaper half page ads in Chinese, Mandarin, Vietnamese, and Korean with the 20% discount prominently displayed.  Transit – Hispanic bus ‘backs’ were produced to run on bus routes in the greater Los Angeles area.

In an effort to continue reaching out to our customer base, below are activities and events that occurred during the month of October in addition to the events mentioned in the LIEE October Outreach and Leverage.  Most of SoCalGas events promote all of the Customer Assistance programs, which include CARE and LIEE:

· During the month of October, SoCalGas continued to place weekly ads in the California Journal for Filipino regarding all Customer Assistance programs including CARE.  The journal reaches roughly 24,000 readers within the Filipino communities of San Fernando Valley, Koreatown, Long Beach, Cerritos, Carson, and Downtown Los Angeles.  The campaign started in September.

· SoCalGas Customer Assistance staffed a booth at the Church of Nativity Octoberfest held in El Monte.  The display included information on both Customer Assistance and Energy Efficiency programs.  Over 800 CAP and CARE brochures were distributed in both English and Spanish.

· At the City of Los Angeles ‘Fall Into Place’ resource fair, the SoCalGas Customer Assistance staffed a booth and distributed information on CARE and other programs to individuals and agencies in attendance.

· The 5th Annual Los Angeles County Health Fair and Senior Festival was held at the Whittier Narrows Park.  SoCalGas Customer Assistance provided information on CARE, Medical Baseline, and other Customer Assistance programs.  Over 1,100 CARE applications were distributed, along with Customer Assistance Programs (CAP) brochures and Medical Baseline flyers.

· SoCalGas Public Affairs and Marketing presented information on programs and services offered to residential and commercial customer for publishing in the Vietnamese Community News.  There are over 300,000 Vietnamese readers of the community newsletter.

· SoCalGas Public Affairs arranged for the African American Unity Center to include Customer Assistance information in a mailing to their members.  The center was provided with CARE applications, Medical Baseline flyers, and English and Spanish CAP brochures.

· At the Mizell Senior Center 16th Annual Flu Shot Programs and Senior Living Expo in Palm Springs, SoCalGas Public Affairs staffed a booth to distribute CARE applications, CAP brochures, and Medical Baseline flyers.

· SoCalGas sponsored a booth at the 5th Annual CARECEN Feria Comunitaria y Carnaval.  This organization specifically targeted the South American, Korean, and African American population of the Union Pico/Westlake area of Los Angeles.  CARE applications and CAP brochures were distributed.  

SoCalGas staff continues to distribute CAP brochures to energy technicians to provide to customers at the field offices in SoCalGas’ service territory.  In addition, upon the customer’s request, Energy Efficiency packets, which include a CARE application and CAP brochure, are also mailed out.  SoCalGas continues to communicate CARE information to its customers through bill inserts, newsletters, and community events.  Outreach efforts are conducted in English, Spanish, Korean, Chinese, and Vietnamese.  Due to the increased awareness of the low-income programs, SoCalGas continues to receive and respond to requests for CARE applications and/or CAP brochures. 

CARE Authorized Funding Versus Actual Expenditures

During October, CARE administrative expenses, including outreach, totaled $377,367 from the CARE base program.  Rapid deployment (SBX1 5 funding) was depleted in September and final invoicing to the CPUC was completed in October.  

Year-to-date SoCalGas has expended $3.4 million in administration which is 62% of the authorized 2003 CARE administrative budget.  CARE rate and Service Establishment Charge discounts through October are $45.5 million, which is 86% of the proposed 2003 CARE discount budget.  

Actual expenses are compared to budgeted figures for October in Table 6 for both the base program and the SBX1 5 RD program.

IV.
CONCLUSION

SoCalGas continues to implement its RD efforts with the goal of providing LIEE services to as many qualified customers as possible and increasing CARE participation during PY2003.
