[5] This over-expenditure includes costs to purchase energy efficiency compact fluorescent bulbs and print energy education materials.  In both cases, these expenditures will allow SCE to have on-hand inventory of materials so that program services can begin to be provided in 2001 without interruption.  Also included in the over-expenditures are reimbursements made to CBOs for completing surveys to determine customer eligibility for a refrigerator replacement program.  Like the purchase of bulbs and printing of materials, these surveys will provide the basis for continuous operation of the refrigerator replacement program in 2001.  Another portion of the overage resulted from payment made to CBOs for providing additional compact fluorescent light bulb change-outs to customers as part of their efforts to meet a demand for energy conservation assistance that exceeded initial program goals.
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
