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The attached Table 1 responds to the requirements of Ordering Paragraph 4 of Decision 97-09-117, as modified by Ordering Paragraph 16 of Decision 97-12-103.  The table displays estimated commitments as a series of annual payments with end dates, the year-to-date expenditures on commitments, and compares the remaining commitments with the balance of pre-1998 Demand-Side Management unspent funds.





Table 1 compares the total estimated pre-1998 remaining commitments at the end of September 2001 with the preliminary, unaudited balance in PG&E’s pre-1998 balancing account (including interest) also estimated at the end of September 30, 2001.  PG&E now estimates that the amount of unspent funds available at the end of September 2001 is about $0.6 million more than that required for meeting the remaining pre-1998 commitments, the $4.5 million of the pre-1998 unspent electric funds allocated to the Summer 2000 Initiative programs, the $5.6 million of the pre-1998 unspent funds allocated to the Low Income Energy Efficiency rapid deployment program per Decision 01-05-033, and the $6.0 million allocated to augment existing PY2001 Energy Efficiency Programs, per Resolution G-3323, dated October 10, 2001.





The annual estimated pre-1998 unpaid commitments (column F and columns I through O) are the sum of the program incentive commitments and the unencumbered miscellaneous commitments for pre-1998 programs shown in PG&E’s filing on October 15, 1997, that remain unpaid at the beginning of October 2001. Each month, PG&E updates these pre-98 commitments to reflect the most current estimate.  





Column Q shows the preliminary, unaudited, recorded expenditure total through the month of September 2001 on pre-1998 unpaid commitments totaled in column P.  





Table 1 also shows (in the lower right part) the pre-1998 commitments that remain unpaid as of September 30, 2001. 





Finally, columns U, V and W (in the lower left part of Table 1) show the recorded preliminary unaudited balance in the balancing account, established to track revenues and expenditures related to pre-1998 programs, at the end of September 2001.
