a. AB 1180, CWA’s legislative proposal for incorporating credit card convenience fees into the utility’s cost of service; revisit the bill in 2016.

b. SB 13, the technical legislative cleanup proposal for revisions to the Sustainable Groundwater  Management Act, which contains CWA’s principal amendment that will remove the requirement for local agency approval of a water IOU’s membership in a groundwater sustainability agency.

e. SB 7, Water Meters Multiunit Structures – requires individual unit meters in all new multi residential complexes, establishes set guidelines for landlords where sub meters are used to bill tenants.
f. AB 401 - Senator Dodd, requires the SWRCB to develop a plan for funding and implementing a Statewide Low-Income Water Rate Assistance program in collaboration with the State Board of Equalization.
