In compliance with Judge Kim’s June 13 Email Ruling, Pacific Gas and Electric Company provides this updated request for extension on behalf of itself, Southern California Edison Company, Southern California Gas Company, and San Diego Gas & Electric Company (collectively, the Joint Utilities).

 

The Joint Utilities met and conferred telephonically and in good faith with the National Consumer Law Center (NCLC) and California Housing Partnership Corporation (CHPC) on June 14 and again on June 18.  CPUC Special Advisor Jeanne Clinton and staff from the Commission’s Division of Ratepayer Advocates and Energy Division also participated on the telephone calls.  

 

The Joint Utilities, NCLC, CHPC, and DRA (collectively, Interested Parties) have agreed on a schedule that appropriately balances the Joint Utilities’ need for an extension with NCLC’s concerns and the Commission’s interest in ensuring timely completion of a comprehensive study that yields meaningful and actionable study results and recommendations.  Therefore, the Joint Utilities request that their May 31 request for a six-month extension for the Multi-Family Segment Study be replaced with the following timeline:

 

By September 25:   Second Public Workshop

November 6:   Draft Report made available to all parties

November 13:   Third Public Workshop

December 4:   Final Report due
