· Purposes of Water Conservation Workshop: 
· Brief the LIOB and interested parties on water conservation programs instituted by both water and energy utilities and both private and public utilities, 
· Promote water conservation programs in accordance with the principles and objectives of the Commission’s Water Action Plan, and 
· Encourage coordination of water conservation efforts among various utilities.  
· Workshop will consist of two panels, each consisting of representatives from: a) A Regulated Water Utility, b) A Regulated Energy Utility, c) A Municipal Water Utility, and d) A Municipal Energy Utility:
· Panel I - Current Water Conservation Programs that Provide Direct & Indirect Water Savings. 

· Panel II - Coordinated Water Conservation Efforts - In The Past, Currently, And In The Future.   
· Each panel member will provide an overview of their utility’s programs.  
· Panel members will discuss the benefits and problems of programs as well as ideas for the future.
· Each panel member will also provide a written presentation.  
· At the end of each panel’s presentation, non-panel attendees will be given an opportunity to ask questions, offer suggestions and comments and/or discuss issues.
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
