	Rates and charges for water service: payment transaction fees.
	Existing law authorizes an electrical, gas, or water corporation to offer credit card and debit card bill payment options, if approved by the CPUC, and, upon approval, authorizes an electrical, gas, or water corporation to recover, through an individual customer transaction fee, reasonable transaction costs incurred by the electrical, gas, or water corporation from those customers that choose those methods of payment.
	Would, until January 1, 2022, authorize a water corporation with more than 10,000 connections to seek CPUC approval to operate a pilot program designed to evaluate customer interest in, and utilization of, bill payment options, including, but not limited to, credit card and debit card bill payment options, for their water bills and to assess the cost-effectiveness of, and public interests served by, customer access to those bill payment options.

	Telecommunications: California Advanced Services Fund
	Under existing law, the CPUC has regulatory authority over public utilities, including telephone corporations. Existing law establishes, among other funds related to telecommunications, the California Advanced Services Fund (CASF) in the State Treasury. Existing law requires the CPUC to develop, implement, and administer the CASF to encourage deployment of high-quality advanced communications services to all Californians that will promote economic growth, job creation, and the substantial social benefits of advanced information and communications technologies.
	Would increase the amount that CASF can be collect an additional $350 million); set a 25/3 Mbps 98% goal once the current goal is reached; allocate $10 million to the CA TeleHealth network to leverage federal dollars; increase the amount allocated to the public housing account (by $75 million); and dedicate $100 million to adoption.

	Energy-efficient refrigeration program: low-income communities.
	Existing law requires all public utilities to develop programs, in cooperation with local school districts, to reduce their electricity and gas bills through conservation and improvements in efficiency. Pursuant to existing law, the CPUC supervises various energy efficiency and low-income targeted energy efficiency programs administered by electrical corporations, gas corporations, and third-party administrators. Existing law requires food bank and local school district rate assistance programs.
	Would require an electrical corporation to develop a program, subject to direction and supervision by the CPUC, that promotes the placement of free or low-cost energy-efficient refrigeration in corner grocery stores in low-income communities in order to provide convenient fresh food options in those communities.

	Agricultural Working Poor Energy Efficient Housing Program.
	Existing law requires all moneys, except for fines and penalties, collected by the state board from the auction or sale of allowances as part of a market-based compliance mechanism to be deposited in the Greenhouse Gas Reduction Fund and to be available upon appropriation by the Legislature.
	Would require the Department of Community Services and Development to develop and administer the Agricultural Working Poor Energy Efficient Housing Program and to expend moneys appropriated by the Legislature from the Greenhouse Gas Reduction Fund for the purposes of the program.

	Local government: drinking water infrastructure or services: wastewater infrastructure or services.
	The Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg Local Government Reorganization Act of 2000 governs the procedures for the formation and change of organization of cities and special districts.
	This bill would prohibit the CPUC from authorizing a city or a district to extend drinking water infrastructure or services or wastewater infrastructure or services until it has extended those services to all disadvantaged communities within or adjacent to its sphere of influence, as specified, or has entered into an agreement to extend those services to those disadvantaged communities, unless specified conditions are met. The bill would prohibit the CPUC from approving a sphere of influence update where there exists a disadvantaged unincorporated community within or adjacent to the city or special district's sphere of influence that lacks safe drinking water infrastructure or services or adequate wastewater infrastructure or services unless specified conditions are met.

	Public Utilities Commission: energy efficiency programs. Permit closure.
	The CPUC administers cost-effective energy efficiency programs that produce cost-effective energy savings, reduce customer demand, and contribute to the safe and reliable operation of the electrical distribution grid. To receive a rebate or incentive offered by a public utility for an energy efficiency improvement or for the installation of energy efficient components, equipment, or appliances in buildings, the recipient is required to certify that the improvement or installation complied with any applicable permitting requirements and, if a contractor performed the installation or improvement, that the contractor holds the appropriate license for the work performed. 
	Would additionally require the recipient of an energy efficiency rebate or incentive to provide proof of permit closure and certify that the improvement or installation complied with any specifications or requirements set forth in the California Building Standards Code. Would also more specifically identify the CPUC's statutory authority for supervising cost-effective energy efficiency programs.

	Safe Drinking Water State Revolving Fund Law of 1997: public water systems: financing
	Existing law establishes the Safe Drinking Water State Revolving Fund, and moneys in the fund are continuously appropriated to the State Water Resources Control Board for the provision of grants and revolving fund loans to provide for the design and construction of projects for public water systems that will enable suppliers to meet safe drinking water standards. Existing law, for community public water systems and not-for-profit noncommunity public water systems, allows planning and preliminary engineering studies, project design, and construction costs incurred by those public water systems to be funded by loans and other repayable financing. Existing law additionally allows, if those public water systems are owned by public agencies or not-for-profit water companies, those specified costs to be funded by grants, principal forgiveness, or a combination of grants and loans or other financial assistance.
	This bill would authorize spending on planning and preliminary engineering studies, project design, and construction costs to be funded by loans or other repayable financing, grants, principal forgiveness, or a combination of grants and loans or other financial assistance, regardless of whether the public water system is a community public water system or a not-for-profit noncommunity public water system, or whether the public water system is owned by a public agency or private not-for-profit water company.
